Maths 
We will use the 

Maths No 

Problem 

approach which

to think and 

explore mathematically. We will be 

learning to match, sort, count, 

compare and order using different 

objects. 

Writing 
Using their phonic knowledge, 

they will begin to write correctly 

formed letters. Children will also 

be encouraged to recognise and 

write their name.  

Communication and

We will encourage children to 

listen attentively and respond to 

what they hear with questions, 

comments and actions. They will 

participate in small group, class 

and one-to-one discussions, 

offering their own ideas, using 

recently introduced words. 

Children will be exposed to 

different words using story books.
